Supplemental Security Income (SSI) – ang 
mga taong may kapansanan, bulag at matatanda 
na, at lagal nang naririto sa US mula pa nuong 
August 22, 1996, ay sadyang may nakalaang 
programa na may pondo ng federal at ito ang 
tinatawag na social security income (SSI). 
Kung sila ay tumatanggap na ng SSI, sila ay may 
tatanggapin din na Medi-Cal at maari ding 
magkwalipikado sa In-Home Supportive 
Services. 

• Cash Assistance Program for Immigrants 
(CAPI) – ang programang ito na may
